What do I need:       Demonstrate financial need (SAR report) 
           Write a one (1) to two (2) page essay describing family background, personal  
     accomplishments and challenges, career goals, demonstrated leadership and  
     anticipated relationship within the Hispanic community  
 

Helen Kellum Scholarship ................................................................................... $1,000 
 

Who can apply:   All students 
 

What do I need: Demonstrate financial need (SAR report) 
   Demonstrate academic ability (2.0+ GPA) 
   Demonstrate realistic goals (in your personal statement) 
 

My Future is in Healthcare Scholarship .............................................................. $500 
 

Who can apply:  Medical students - Preference given to low-income, bicultural students  
 

What do I need: Be enrolled in at least 6 units 
   Demonstrate financial need (SAR report) 
   Demonstrate academic ability (2.5+ GPA) 
 

Special requirements: In your personal statement, explain why you are interested in a career in the health 
field and describe your plan to achieve that goal.  Talk about instances that demonstrate your interest in the 

health field, such as your volunteer activities, your educational pursuits, and your work experience. 
 

Michael F. O’Donnell Memorial Scholarship Fund ............................................... $2,000 
 

Who can apply:  Paralegal, Legal Office Administration and Legal Secretary students 
 

What do I need: Be enrolled 
 
Hint: It is not required, but we recommend researching the life and work of Michael F. O’Donnell, “a brilliant 

litigator, who was distinguished by the qualities of supreme decency, honesty, humility and humanity.”  When 
you write your personal statement, take these qualities into consideration; they are the definition of the  

individual to whom they wish to award a scholarship.

Who can apply:  Students of African American descent 
 

What do I need: Be enrolled 
 

Hint: Take a look at the website for the 100 Black Men of Los Angeles at http://www.100bmla.org to find out 
more about what qualities the organization values.  When a reviewer is looking at your application, he or she 

is going to be on the look out for those qualities.

What do I need:       Be enrolled 
 

Sands for a Sustainable Future Scholarship ....................................................... $1,000 
 

Who can apply: All students 
 

What do I need: Two (2) letters of recommendation (form available online) 
   An essay of less than two (2) pages - The essay should demonstrate a passion and 
    commitment toward developing a career that has the capacity to improve existing 
    conditions and create a lasting, sustainable legacy for future generations which: 

1. Identifies a resource which is fragile or dwindling 
2. Describes a problem (economic, environmental or cultural) resulting 

from the weakness or disappearance of this resource 
3. Articulates strategic and realistic steps toward sustaining or renew-

ing this resources 
 

Hint: Don’t know how your field of study relates to sustainability efforts?  Go online and look up  
sustainability in relation to your major!  You may be surprised to see what people in your field are doing to 

ensure that the resources we are enjoying today are available for the people of tomorrow.

Who can apply: All medical students 
 

What do I need: Demonstrate outstanding academic achievement (3.0+ GPA) 

   Provide evidence of Sonoma County residency 

   Provide evidence of enrollment in a Sonoma County school (Letter from Empire) 

   A one (1) page essay describing why you are pursuing a career in medicine and  

     the steps you have taken to achieve this goal 

   Two (2) letters of recommendation from instructors or close associates who are  

     not related to you (form available online) 
 

Andrea Vicini Memorial Scholarship ................................................................... $1,000 
 

Who can apply: Students of Italian descent 
 

What do I need: Be enrolled 
 

Hint: This scholarship will be granted to a student who demonstrates a love of the Italian language and who 
values education.  Try to incorporate these concepts into your personal statement.   

Tell the reviewers why being Italian is important to you and what education means to you.
