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QUESTION #1

(One Hour)


John and Fred attended Green Middle School, and had mathematics class together.  After class one Friday, John took Fred’s book home by mistake thinking it was his own.  Fred had written several notes in his book to help him review for exams.  On Saturday morning, while doing his homework, John got so angry at some of the questions that he burned Fred’s book in the fireplace.


Shortly thereafter,  Fred telephoned John and asked if he had taken his book, to which John replied that he didn’t know but he was welcome to come over and sift through the ashes.  Fred soon came over to John’s house, looked in the fireplace and saw traces of his notes on some of the burned pages.  He became very angry, and shoved John into a table.  The lamp on the table fell and broke.  John then threw a magazine at Fred as he was walking away.  Before leaving, Fred went into John’s bedroom and tipped over his trash can, which landed undamaged.


What rights, if any, does Fred have against John?  Discuss.


What rights, if any, does John have against Fred?  Discuss.
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Joan was a passenger in Arnold’s car when he fell asleep at the wheel and went off the road.  

Joan suffered a dislocated shoulder and whiplash as a result of the accident.  She was taken to Doctor Hampton for treatment, and he set Joan’s shoulder in a manner which resulted in permanent nerve damage.  When Sue, Joan’s sister, heard of what happened and saw the damaged car, she went into shock and required weekly psychiatric treatment for three months.


Before recovering from the whiplash, Joan was negligently rear ended by Eric in a second automobile accident one week later, which exacerbated her neck pain from the earlier whiplash.   Joan’s medical expenses were $3,000.00, and she lost wages totaling $1,000.00, as a result of her injuries from both accidents.
