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After a long and arduous career in space exploration, Admiral Spock decided to settle down in San Francisco, California.  By a journey back in time he retired in 1980. 


Spock immediately married.  He and his new wife had a son, Kirk, in 1985.  Over the next 16 years Spock’s son exhibited illogical behavior and worried his parents.  The parents decided to execute an irrevocable trust for the benefit of their son.  The provisions were simple and as follows:


“The trustee (Scotty) shall distribute as much of the income and principal as the trustee, in the trustee’s sole discretion, deems necessary for the proper care, maintenance, support and education of Kirk during his lifetime. Upon Kirk’s death the trust, all principal and accrued income, shall be distributed to any such person or persons as Kirk shall appoint by will.  If Kirk does not appoint said property, it shall be distributed to the Star Fleet Academy in San Francisco, California.”


The trust was properly funded in 2001with valuable latinum bars obtained by Spock from the Ferengi home world.  In 2002 Spock and his wife died in a plane crash.  In 2004 Kirk executed a will with the following distribution provisions:


“Upon my death I will my entire estate, and any property over which I have a power of appointment, to my spouse Zoik.”


Kirk had several creditors who filed lawsuits, obtained judgments and delivered the judgments to Scotty as Trustee of Spock’s trust for payment.  Scotty held them off and refused to pay them.  


Kirk never requested distribution from Spock’s trust and no distributions have been made.  Kirk died of mysterious causes in 2005.  Star Fleet Academy was established in 2006 by Picard and Riker.  In 2005 Zoik comes to you for advice concerning her rights under Kirk’s will and Spock’s trust, and how the judgments might effect distribution.  What advice will you give her?  Does Star Fleet have a stake in the matter?
