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Professors Daum and Pozzi

Jack and Ennis, two itinerant cowboys, take summer jobs tending a herd up on 

(Broke-Law Mountain(.  They are living in an old 10 foot by 16 foot army tent, wherein they commence a torrid sexual relationship.  Ennis wants to terminate the relationship, but Jack persists in maintaining it, forcing Ennis by physical threats to comply.

Meanwhile Dolly, Jack(s wife, and Alice, Ennis(s wife, get wind of the strange doings on the mountain and determine to pay a little surprise visit.  Dolly brings a camera hoping to catch the husbands in flagrante delicto.  Alice is waving a .44 pistol for which, unbeknownst to her, the permit has expired, making possession of same a felony.  Alice also brings a bottle of Vodka which she imbibes in large quantities as they approach the campsite in the dark.

Dolly bursts through the entrance to the tent, flashing her camera on the nude forms of the sleeping cowboys who are 8' apart.  She shrieks (Oh my God!( whereupon the very tipsy Alice staggers into the tent waving the pistol.  The hapless Alice catches her foot on the trapgun Jack

has set causing it to fire a shotgun blast that partially strikes Dolly in the leg.

When Jack hears the blast, he grabs his own rifle and shoots at the injured Dolly, striking her other leg.

Alice stumbles to her feet and, pointing her pistol at Jack yells, (You better quit raping my husband or I(ll kill you!( and fires toward Jack, striking Ennis instead.

What are the criminal liabilities and defenses of the parties?
