Currently the laws of the United States do not provide funding for the actual drafting of military personnel, but do provide for the collection of names and addresses of potentially eligible candidates by providing grants to state agencies who agree to "procure names and addresses of those becoming eligible for the selective service system." 

  Forest Gump just turned 18 and has decided to register to vote.  Upon going to the County Clerk's Office he was handed a state Voter Registration form and a federal Selective Service form and told to fill them both out.   He properly fills out the Voter Registration form, but is reluctant to complete the selective service form.  The Clerk refuses to accept his Voter Registration without the selective service form.

  Forest comes to you for legal advice on what all his options may be.

Question Three

One Hour
Eve & Pat were protesting the war on a busy commercial street corner of St. Rose, a quarter mile from the town square, each weekday during their lunch from Noon to 1pm.  They each carried signs depicting war atrocities including minor girls being raped by soldiers and placards calling for an "End to this Fucking War".  As the war went on others joined them.  

  Trying to restore peace and tranquility to their businesses the Chamber of Commerce prevailed upon the St. Rose City Council to pass the following ordinances carrying fines up to $1000 for each and every breach:

  A) "It is unlawful for any person to demonstrate or protest within 15 feet along a public right-of-way."

  B)  "Any and all demonstrations or protests will be allowed upon the town square, but must be 15 feet from the roadways during peak traffic rush hours from 8-9am, 12-1 pm, and 5-6  pm ."

  C) "It is unlawful for any person to publish or depict a malicious, scandalous or defamatory or vulgar placard on public property."

  D) "It is unlawful for any publication or placard to depict any minor or adult in a lewd, lascivious, or sexually explicit manner on public property."
