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Question One
One Hour
A Noy owns a radio station that broadcasts rock music and conducts outdoor concerts.  This greatly annoys Ag Nos, next door.  Noy wants to build a hall to house his concerts and Ag Nos protests with the local authorities.  To get her cooperation, the two enter into a written agreement that Noy will not conduct outdoor concerts or produce noise above 90 decibels on the property, and the covenant will run with the land.  There was no attorney’s fee clause in the contract.  Z Lot, pastor of the Church of Jump and Shout, buys the Noy property and converts it into a rock-church, where he wants to conduct loud rock choruses.  He installs 300 decibel loud speakers aimed down the valley (and over Ag Nos’s home) to “spread his message to the public.”  He announces a plan to install speakers with 10 times more power, “in a very short time.”  When Ag Nos protests, Lot sues her in state court for damages, alleging she has violated his civil rights under the Federal Civil Rights laws.  He tells his congregation, “I know the suit has no chance, but this will shut her up and stop the protests.”  Ag Nos happens to hear this from her house.  



With the noise Ag Nos hasn’t slept in days and is consulting a physician for the problems that has caused.  She is at her wits end and has limited funds but consults you.

What are the rights and remedies of Ag Nos?  

Question Two
One Hour

Kat is a builder of special earthmoving machines and has an outstanding reputation in his area.  He makes a written contract with Vroom in which he will convert 4 large earthmoving machines for Vroom at a cost of $300,000, over the next three months.  Time is of the essence.  Vroom gives him $75,000 and says, “You can hold this for me and when you get started you can use it for parts and a progress payment.” However, Kat invests $50,000 of the money in Goose Bumps, Inc., a nude Eskimo dance company along with $50,000 of his own money.  He expects instant success so he can use the money for its original purpose, but global warming slows the progress of the company, and the stock declines sharply.   Kat started in late August, but now he is in serious delay with Vroom.  Vroom gets impatient and tells Kat that he will need the machines for the upcoming building season.  “I have several large contracts worth $3,000,000, and I’ll lose them if I don’t have those machines,” Vroom says.  Kat tells him to be patient.  Eventually Kat delays so much that Vroom becomes very angry, and the two get into a huge argument, and Vroom calls Kat a crook.
Meanwhile, a cold snap hits the Artic, and Goose Bumps Inc.  becomes wildly successful, and the stock is now worth $500,000, but it is very volatile.  However, Kat is now so angry at Vroom that he tells him to take his work someplace else.  He offers to refund $25,000 of the original down payment, saying the rest is for parts and work already done.  Vroom finds that the only specialty builder willing to take on the job in the state tells him “I can’t get to it for six or nine months, and it will probably cost $350,000."  It is now February 1.  
What are the rights and remedies of Vroom and Kat?

Question Three
One Hour

Prat Fall, 40, is a standup comic who is marginally successful, making $20,000 to $25,000 a year for the past five years.  He has a college degree in communications, but he wants to keep trying as a comic.  He lands an appearance on the Tonight Show with the Mommies,  a female Petaluma comedy team, and he is very successful.  Billing himself as the “Male Mommy” he earns $100,000 the next year.  His agent is very excited about his prospects.  Then Fall is involved in an intersection accident.  Both drivers are ruled at fault, but Got Rocks, the wealthy other driver, was driving under the influence of alcohol.  Fall suffers a broken funny bone and head injuries.  In two months he is completely recovered, except that he can’t tell funny jokes anymore.  His IQ and health seem just as before, but his physician states that Fall has lost a certain portion of his cognition allowing him to be funny.  He tries various treatments to restore his funny bone, but none are successful.  Fall becomes extremely depressed and goes under the care of a psychiatrist for this.  His agent states that Fall was greatly talented and was on the verge of earning “millions” as a comic.  The Mommies are willing to say that he was “terribly funny, for a man.”  But his ex-wife states that Fall is just lazy, and that though he is college educated he has always avoided work.
Fall sues Rocks for his injuries.  What are his remedies?
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
