Question Two
One Hour


Sid, a student at a local university, wanted to buy a new laptop computer and went to College Computers for that purpose.  He decided upon a Bell computer, and requested Jimmy, the salesman, to increase the memory from 256 megabytes to 512 megabytes for an extra charge which he paid.  Jimmy assured Sid he would do so, but got busy and forgot.


About six months after his purchase, the computer caught fire while Sid was gone and his house burned down.  A subsequent investigation revealed that the battery, manufactured by Jony, was defective and its overheating caused the fire.  In addition, Sid did not follow the instructions which warned against leaving the computer turned on for longer than one week at a time.
