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Question 1
ONE HOUR

Question 2
ONE HOUR

As Sally and Tom left the dance and headed to Tom(s truck  Bob followed them, with a beer in his hand.  Bob grabbed Sally and told her he wanted to marry her.  Sally pulled away and Tom pushed Bob away and told him to get lost.  Bob hit Tom over the head with the bottle breaking it.  He took another swing with the broken bottle and the jagged glass cut the end off Tom(s ear.  As Tom looked for the piece of his ear, Bob grabbed Tom(s keys, jumped into his truck and drove off.    
Bob drove to his friend Jerry(s house where the two laughed about Tom as they worked on a six-pack of Coors.  They discussed Barry Bonds and Jerry told Bob his neighbor Sven had a big screen television.  Jerry said Sven had gone to Europe and the house had been vacant for six months.
