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Essay #1
Ned #1:   Inadmissible non-testimonial hearsay implicates Bruton but likely not Crawford re Ace.  Could be redacted to be admitted solely against Bob as admission.

Ned #2: Arguable testimonial or non-testimonial (spontaneous utterance) hearsay from Bob.  Arguable self incrimination privilege or Crawford/Bruton bar to D(s shoulder shrug being admissible as an adoptive admission.

Saul report: Official record, arguably without sufficient foundation.  Arguably may be barred as a report prepared by law enforcement, especially in federal court, or as violative of Ace(s confrontation rights.

Irving testimony re Walt(s statement against interest.  Issue re court(s power to withhold a defendant(s defense from the jury if the court doesn(t believe the hearsay declarant.  Difference between CA and FRE.  Issues re Walt(s unavailability and whether Walt(s statement is against his penal interest.


Jo testimony to support Ace(s defense that Walt committed the crime.  Character evidence and EC 1109 bars.  1101(b) argument in support of admissibility. 

Essay #2
Court and DMV Records: Character evidence bar not applicable since Ace(s character was in issue.  Pleas off no contest normally a bar to admissibility, but not applicable when not used against the defendant.

Employment records indicating Ace fired after Paul killed.  Hearsay but also inadmissible as subsequent remedial measure and arguably irrelevant to issue of negligent hiring.

Transcript of Officer Ollie(s testimony at Ace(s trial.  Multiple hearsay.  Dan argument whether he had similar interest and motive as Ace.  Ollie(s unavailability likely not shown. Walt(s argument that insufficient foundation was laid for Walt(s hearsay to be admitted.

Ron(s testimony re Ace(s statement.  Issue whether Ace(s statement might be admissible as spontaneous utterance or as authorized admission of Dan(s.

Phil testimony re Paul phone call.  State of mind circumstantially indicating Ace(s bad driving and Paul(s actual driving at the time of the accident.
