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Question #2

Jack - on Ennis - possible sodomy, rape, false imprisonment.  Terrorist threat. Defenses = Consent.

        - on Dolly - Attempted murder thru trapgun.  Second attempted murder by rifle shot.  Also lesser of Assault w/ Deadly weapon.  Defenses = self-defense, defense of habitation.  “Castle doctrine”, retreating to the wall, even of the tent.

Dolly - on Jack and Ennis - possible burglary of tent under accomplice liability with Alice.  At least a trespass.  Possible responsibility for attempted murder under a theory of transferred intent for Ennis.  Also on Jack.  Possible conspiracy with Alice to participate in burglary and/or assault.

Defenses = No knowledge of purpose of weapon.  No knowledge of Dolly’s illegal possession.  Self-defense standing in Dolly’s shoes.  

Alice - Illegal possession of weapon, knowledge, strict liability, mistake of fact, mistake of law.

Possible burglary for entering the tent with intent to commit felonious assault.  Intent to enter with illegal weapon. (Mention and reject.)  Trespass, possible conspiracy with Dolly.  Attempted murder on Jack and Ennis.  Defenses = self-defense of Ennis based on atrocious crime.  Intoxication and intent to kill.  Malice while intoxicated if killing intended.  Self-defense of Ennis based on Battered Spouse syndrome. (In effect, a defense of others in this context.)  Sudden quarrel or heat of passion.
