--negligence re knowledge of malfunctioning table and continuing to maintain it



--possible vicarious liability as a member of joint enterprise with Paul, who as lessor is subject to strict product liability principles


Peter v. Paul and Acme, Inc.



Products liability analysis against both, Acme, Inc. as manufacturer and 

Paul as lessor of product



--negligence (not against Paul absent some breach, such as 

his knowledge of the problem)

--breach of implied warranty (as to Paul and Acme?)

--defect in manufacture

--defect in design

--failure to warn

--defense of justification (long shot)



Interference with prospective economic advantage

falsehood (long shot)

--defense




No reliance, as evidenced by writing of bad check


Devlin v. Virgil



--conversion




--defense of BFP for value following Devlin’s transfer of title and 

possession when defrauded by Pat



--Privacy tort:  publication of private facts re STD

--defamation




--libel re art thief statement





--public figure, may need to prove constitutional malice
